NSWA, as a WPAC, is developing the first IWMP, under WFL in Alberta. A question under discussion relates to the level of detail included in IWMP recommendations - Should the plan include goals, measurable objectives and specific management actions with identified responsibility assigned to specific stakeholders.

 It might be possible for the action statements to refer to a lead stakeholder, and then list others, usually in the form of a stakeholder sector, such as GoA, municipalities, NGO, a specific industry sector, etc. Stakeholders could form a working group to address the specific action.
